Lesson
1. College-Ready Student
· Place students into groups of about 4. Pass out a copy of “A College-Ready Student” handout to each group.

· Remind students that the mission of AVID is to prepare all students for college-readiness and success in a global society. 

· Tell students to begin thinking about what it means to be “ready for college”. Prod their thinking with questions like:
· What does a college-ready student have in their backpack? (they could draw a backpack and then draw in the contents)

· What is a college-ready student thinking about? (they could draw thinking bubbles and fill it in with what AVI is thinking)

· What is a college-ready student wearing? (Graduation gown, National Honor Society collar, medals, etc.)

· Pass out markers to each group and give time in their group to decorate their handout to depict a college-ready student. Encourage them to be creative and make connections to the expectations of an AVID student. 
· With any time left in class, have groups present what they included in their picture.

· After class, display the best pictures in the classroom or around the school.
